This function allow you to program a cooking program to start at an appointed time.
For example: Suppose the present time is 9:00, and you want the oven to start a
cooking program at 11:30.

1. Enter a desired cooking program.

2. Press CLOCK/PRESET button once.

3. Turn MENU/TIME knob to set hour digit 11:00.

4. Press CLOCK/PRESET button once.

5. Turn MENU/TIME knob to set minute to show 11:30.

6. Press CLOCK/PRESET once.

NOTE: After a preset function has been set, you can’t operate other buttons except
check the preset time by pressing CLOCK/PRESET button and cancel it by pres-
sing PAUSE/CANCEL button. When it time to 11:30, the desired cooking program
start automatically.

WEIGHT DEFROST

The oven allows the defrosting of different foods based on the time you entered.
The time and the defrosting power are adjusted automatically once the weight is
programmed. The weight of frozen foods ranges from 100g to 1800g.

Suppose you want to defrost 600g of shrimp.

1. Place the shrimp to be defrosted into the oven and close the door.

2. Press WEIGHT DEFROST button once.

3. Press WEIGHT ADJUST repeatedly to select the weight of shrimp.

4. Press START/QUICK START button.

Note: The oven will pause and signal during defrosting process to remind user to
turn over food for better result, after that, press START/QUICK START to resume.

QUICK START

The oven will cook food quickly at HIGH power (100% power output) for quick start
cooking program.

Just press the START/QUICK START a number of times to set cooking time, the
oven starts working immediately at full power. The maximum cooking time you can
enter is 10 minutes.
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CHILD LOCK

Use to prevent unsupervised operation of the oven by little children. The CHILD
LOCK indicator will show up on display screen, and the oven can not be operated
while the CHILD LOCK is set.

To set the CHILD LOCK: Press and hold the PAUSE/CANCEL button for 3 se-
conds, a beep sounds and lock indicator lights.

To cancel the CHILD LOCK: Press and hold the PAUSE/CANCEL button for 3
seconds until lock indicator on display turns off.

AUTO COOKING

For the following foods or cooking operation, you do not need to input cooking
power and time. Try to focus on telling the oven what you want to cook and how
much the food weighs. The oven starts to work after you pressing the START/QU-
ICK START.

You may need to turn food over at the middle of cooking time to obtain uniform
cooking.

For example: To cook 400g of fish.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

Television and radio reception may be

CLEANING

Before cleaning, make sure the oven is disconnected from the power source.

(a) After use, clean the inside of the microwave oven with a damp cloth.

b) Clean the accessories in the normal way in soapy water.

c) Dirty door frame, seal and adjacent elements should be cleaned gently with a damp cloth. When clean-
ing the surface of the oven door, use only mild soap or detergent applied with a sponge or soft cloth.

When cleaning glass door, do not use any abrasive cleaners or sharp metal washers, as this may cause
scratches on the surface and damage the glass.

In order to clean the inner cavity: put half a lemon in a bowl, add 300 ml of water and turn on the micro-
wave oven at 100% power for 10 minutes.
After cleaning, disconnect the microwave oven from the power and wipe the inside with a soft, dry cloth.
